Teaching experience for GP Registrars

Teaching skills are essential for GPs. This has been recognised by the RCGP and teaching has been included in the curriculum statement for GP training. It may feel like yet another thing to do in a crowded training programme but it can also be fun and a chance to revise and refine your own knowledge and clinical skills. 

We are in the sixth year of ST3 doctors teaching medical students in their practices. This has been a   positive experience for the doctors and the students and we are therefore continuing to offer this teaching opportunity to GPs in training. 
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What would I have to do?


Teach a group of four 3rd year medical students


Decide whether you want to teach mid Sept. 13 to mid Jan. 14 or mid Jan 14 to mid May 14


Organise four half day teaching sessions in your practice


Each session is ~ 3 hours long


Invite 2 patients for each session 


Teach clinical skills (history, consultation and examination skills)


Teach diagnosis making, how and when to investigate and making a management plan


Give constructive feedback to your students


Formatively assess your students at the end of the last session 
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What will I learn from teaching students? 





Teaching clinical skills to 3rd year medical students is an opportunity to acquire and practice the following teaching competencies listed in RCGP curriculum statement 3.7


Understand how adults learn


Demonstrate an awareness of the differing learning styles of individuals


Demonstrate a learner-centred approach to teaching


Conduct an educational needs analysis


Design an educational programme appropriate to the identified needs of a learner


Plan and structure a teaching episode appropriately for the learners concerned


Demonstrate the ability to facilitate the learning of a small group


Demonstrate the willingness and ability to ask for and learn from feedback on performance as a teacher


Contribute positively to a culture of teaching and learning within the practice organisation


Demonstrate the ability to give effective feedback to a colleague


Demonstrate the effective use of information management and technology in teaching
